THE FAMILY OF KHARYTONENKO IN THE WRITING
SOF THE ENGLISH RESEARCHER K. BERTON

The author has set himself the task on the basis of the works K. Berton analyze the activities of seven
Kharitonenko at the turn of public and private life, identify the aspects of the ideological status of the
family in society, to demonstrate the role they played in the cultural life of the Russian Empire. The story
lineage of Kharitonenko presented as a socio-cultural phenomenon, which is investigated on the basis of
interdisciplinarity. Through the history of the mansion Kharitonenko in Moscow the author demonstrates
the stages of formation of family traditions, civil position, preservation and transfer of spiritual
attainment.

K. Berton did not accidentally turned to the study of the history of the Kharitonenko’s mansion,
because in him was the center of social and cultural life of Moscow in the late XIX century, and it is here
for many years housed the British Embassy. Today, this luxurious Palace is the residence of the British
Ambassador. Special interest to us is the work of K. Berton «the British Embassy in Moscow.
Kharitonenko’s mansiony» the Publication was released in 1991 in London in two languages: English and
Russian. Research is devoted to the celebration of the 100-year anniversary of the Kharitonenko’s
mansion in Moscow, which was built during the 1891-1893. In the first part of the publication, after
thanking and entry K. Berton makes the study of the historical origin of the terrain and draws attention to
the fact that in the late nineteenth century, the rapid growth of Moscow caused the arrival of many
industrial enterprises. Near was mechanical plant of G. I. List. In 1881, I. G. Kharitonenko buy from
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Gustav lvanovich List contiguous territory, paying 200 thousand rubles. Kharitonenko ordered the
project V. G. Zalesky, which managed to organically fit the new building to the surrounding ensemble,
without violating the holistic nature of the embankment. The development of the interior ordered to
Moscow architect Fyodor Shekhtel. K. Berton draws attention to the fact that for the interiors created by
Shekhtel were characteristic of the majestic staircase. In the Kharitonenko’s mansion stairs also became
distinctive feature. On the panel of the left side also today you can see the numbers «1893» — this is the
date the construction of the house. On the second floor of the mansion were the Red and Blue drawing-
rooms. It was the rooms of Vera Andreevna Kharitonenko (Bakeeva). In collection of Kharitonenko was a
rich collection of icons, which was considered the third in importance in Russia. The highlight of the
Kharitonenko’s mansion was art gallery. It should be noted that the Kharitonenko family played a
leading role in the artistic life of his generation. They maintained friendly relations with such artists as
Michael Nesterov, Philip Malyavin, llya Ostroukhov and others. In 1913 Pavel Ivanovich Kharitonenko
was elected an honorary member of the Imperial Academy of arts in St. Petersburg, it was also the first
Chairman of the Society of friends of the Rumyantsev Museum. The second part of the book K. Berton —
«Life in the mansion. Kharitonenko time: 1893-1918», begins expression: «the Life of the house — this is
the life of those who populates it and work in ity. And this is really so. There are several memoirs and
reminiscences about life in the mansion of their owners. K. Berton recalls memories of 1. Ostroukhova,
M. Nesterov, B. Lockhart. Pavel Ivanovich and his wife Vera Andreevna engaged in the care of
educational institutions, make substantial donations to hospitals, orphanages, and helped in the
construction of churches and an accomplishment of settlements. For his numerous charity and donations
patron of the arts was awarded with various orders and honorary titles. K. Berton describes the hard fate
of the family during the revolution of 1917, which actually became a hostage of the circumstances. Men’s
line of Kharitonenko interrupted in 1926, after the death of lvan Kharitonenko.

Collection of Kharitonenko’s paintings expanded collection of the State Tretyakov gallery, the
Russian Museum and the Hermitage. And in mansion on the Sofiiskaya embankment first briefly housed
the Danish Red Cross — the only one in those days organization, which protected the interests of
foreigners in Russia, and the house was handed over to the Commissariat of foreign Affairs.

Reviewed by our study of K. Berton «the British Embassy in Moscow. Kharitonenko’s mansion» has a
considerable scientific interest, draws attention to a number of questions, related to the life and activities
of well-known in the Russian Empire of the family sugar breeders, businessmen, patrons of art
Kharitonenko. The path of this family, which was able to overcome the distance from the regional to the
international tribal elite, complex and requires further research.
